Dear Kinderlach, Talmidim of Cheder Menachem שיחיו 

Do you know that the Rebbe wrote a special letter just to Yiddishe Kinderlach. 

It was in the days between Yud Shevat and Tu Bishvat and the Rebbe asked that 

each child should make their room into a Cheder Tzivos Hashem. (See this letter in 

English on the back of this form - It is also printed in Hebrew in 242' לקוטי שיחות חלק לא ע . 

See there page 243 for the Sicha about it.)  

Just like grown-ups have to make their house into a Bais Chabad, and learn and 

daven and do acts of Chessed there, so also children should make their room (or their 

bed, or their little table…) into a Mikdah Me’at - a little Shul - a Cheder Tzivos Hashem. 

How do you do this? 

1) You should have (at least) three things:  

 A Chumash (to learn from) תורה -   

 A Siddur (to daven from) - עבודה 

 A Tzedaka Pushka  -  - גמילות חסדים  

2) You should write your name in the Siddur and Chumash and if you can - on the 

Tzedaka Pushka also. 

3) Before you write your name, you should write הארץ ומלואה' לה  - which means that 

the world and everything that is in it, belongs to Hashem. (If you want, you can 

write it in Roshei Teivos - ו"לה ). 

4) Every day you should daven a little from your Siddur in your room, learn a little 

from your Sefer and give Tzedaka (besides for Shabbos and Yom Tov).
